6. Every horse to be named. All horses to be run in order of draw. 
7. Competitors must be prepared to sign a declaration as to their qualifications for each event. 
8. All competitors in all events compete at their own risk. 
9. The decision of the Campdraft Committee on all matter will be final 
10. The committee reserves the right to alter or cancel any event or entry and to refuse any nomination. 
11. In the event of a tie for first place, competitors concerned will compete in a further round to decide the winner. 
12. The committee reserves the right to address eligibility of refund of competitors nomination form and payment from 

7 days prior to the event, in accordance with the current Australian Campdraft Association Inc rules. 
13. All scratchings must be made before the nominated draft begins.

16. Any competitor who wishes to lodge a complaint at an affiliated Campdraft must lodge the complaint in writing with
